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Black on Brown Violence Erupts in CA

SAN BERNADINO, CA - As if to say “Don’t Tread on Me” students at San
Bernardino’s Cajon High School went on the offense this week against claims that
their school is a hot bed of racial tension.

This followed a widely publicized clash between black and Latino students Friday
that occurred during lunchtime and continued after school.

“For me, it’s more about the lack of respect,” said Ryan Harvey, a junior and
football player at the school. “If you come at me disrespectful I’m gonna disrespect
you back. If I punch you, it doesn’t mean I hate you. It’s just my way of saying
don’t disrespect me.”

“It's not as big a deal as people think it is,” said Symone Maddox who is African
American. “People overreact. It’s human. It’s not fair to give the school a black eye
over this incident.”

“We throw signs and we argue over cultural differences sometimes but when we
get on the court we’re cool. It’s all about winning for Cajon,” said a Latino student
who plays on the school’s basketball team.
